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ESSER II: Application Status Update – Doug Boline  
Doug started the meeting off by stating that 243 out of 286 ESSER II plans (85%) have been 
submitted; 7 additional ESSER II plans currently in progress as of September 28th, 2021.   
After today’s task force meeting (if all ESSER II plans are recommended to the State Board by 
the task force), it will bring the total amount of ESSER II plans to be presented to the State 
Board of Education to 243 (18 from today and 225 from previous TF meeting batches). The 
recommendations from today will be presented to the State Board of Education during their 
monthly meeting on October 12th and 13th, 2021.    
ESSER II: Summary & Discussion of Requests Deemed Eligible by KSDE – Doug Boline 
Doug mentioned that the 18 districts represented in today’s batch have requested $15 million 
total (99.8% of their total allocations). The average eligible expenditures (requested) per district 
(for this specific batch) range from $55,081 to $6,117,590; average amount per district is 
$761,712. The eligible planned expenditures (for this batch) per student average range from 
$300 to $1,080; average amount is $696.  
ESSER II: Discussion of Requests Deemed Ineligible by KSDE – Doug Boline  
The KSDE review team deemed two requests as ineligible, which were submitted by USD 271 
Stockton, and USD 457 Garden City. USD 271 Stockton’s specific request was for $17,500, to 
teach remote and hybrid students at the same time. This request would not be an eligible cost 
under the Uniform Grant Guidance regulations governing personnel costs. For USD 457 
Garden City’s request, the review team believes their description of expenses does not explain 
a cost, or loss of revenue, therefore there is nothing to reimburse the district for. 
ESSER II: Discussion of Change Requests – Doug Boline  
There were 12 districts that had submitted change requests that were included in the October 
1st meeting material. The eligible expenditures for the 12 change requests totaled to 
$62,914,462 (cumulative). The net change for the eligible requests will be $9,275,418. Specific 
details regarding the batch of change requests can be found on the Commissioner’s Task Force 
webpage located here - Commissioner’s Task Force (ksde.org).  
ESSER II: Vote to Recommend Slate to Kansas State Board of Education – Doug Boline  
Bert Lewis made a motion to approve the 18 ESSER II applications, and 12 ESSER II change 
requests, and Adam Proffitt seconded it. Motion carried (17-0). Simeon Russell and Alicia 
Thompson were not present at this meeting and did not vote on this motion.

All expenditures must be reasonable, necessary, and allocable
(proportional).

Property and equipment may be purchased by the state and shared 
with the private school to meet their needs, but the property must 
then be returned to the state or purchased by the private school 
at the fair market value.

St. Mary's Catholic Elementary School, Pittsburg, KS is a prek-6 school in the Diocese of Wichita. From March 2020 to May
2020 we were completely remote. Teachers were quickly trained on google classroom, seesaw and zoom to provide the best
learning environment for our students with the circumstances. Essentially parents became the teachers in the home.
Students lacked availability to technology in their homes as well as solid internet connectivity; therefore teachers could not
provide remote learning to the best of their abilities. Learning definitely suffered. During 2020-2021, and being in person we
still struggled with technology needs and making sure every classroom was covered by a certified teacher. Teachers spread
themselves thin to cover classrooms when we had a faculty member out due to COVID-19. We had an increase for title
services and more requests for special education testing. This is due to students being quarantined and remote learning.
Some of these students were out and doing remote learning for over 4 weeks. SPED and non-SPED students fell behind and
are struggling to catch up. Additionally, emotional/social stability has taken a hit because of the distancing and remote,
quarantine learning.

COVID-19 has impacted Sacred Heart just as it has schools everywhere. The areas that have had the greatest impact include
revenue generated, social emotional challenges, as well as learning loss, particularly with our ELL and lower socio-economic
students. The impact can be seen in student behavior, student assessment scores, and in our budget. Further, the pandemic
has impacted our enrollment, with families pulling out due to the combination of tuition and financial hardship.

Financially, the strain can be seen in the revenue collected from the years prior to 2020 compared to what has been collected
in the last 2 fiscal years. With school shifted to virtual and the cancellation of our spring fundraiser in 2020, we ended up
collecting about ten thousand dollars less than the previous year even though we had budgeted and were on pace to far
surpass previous collections. Last school year, we had more modest projections, but still ended up collecting more than
twenty-five thousand dollars less than we had previously collected. The numbers, coupled with increased costs and
decreased enrollment have truly challenged us and made it difficult to access some of the resources that we know we need to
be able to help our students.

While we were able to have all our students in person all last year, we spread our classrooms out across campus, utilizing our
church basement and parish hall to house some of our bigger classes. We were happy to have everyone back, but we realized
throughout the year the toll that it had on kids being so isolated from each other. We are a small school, and our students
were confined to their classrooms and the students in it. Many students became sad and acted out, others spoke to us about
how hard it was not to be able to see their friends or family members from other grades throughout the day. We even had
some families choose to move their children to bigger schools to that they could have more kids around them. While this
year we can have them interact more, the challenges from last year can still be seen in the emotional state of the students.

Academically, we have seen a decline in overall scores from our students. However, when digging into the scores we noticed
that the biggest drops were seen in specific demographics of students. We saw moderate to significant drops in scores from
our ELL students, students from lower socio-economic backgrounds, as well as students with identified learning challenges.
We believe that these drops can be directly correlated to challenges at home, isolations and quarantines, hybrid learning, as
well as a restructured learning environment.

At the start of the 2020-2021 school year, we received
approximately $11,500 in ESSER I funds through the local school district, USD 253. This money aided us a great deal in
preparing our school with the necessary PPE and additional resources needed to have in-person learning. Further, we
received $25,000 from the Lyon County Coronavirus Relief Fund. This was used primarily for equipment and resources
needed to maintain our lunch program during the school year which was challenged with new protocols and a more spread
out campus.

As part of the Catholic Diocese of Wichita, our K – 8 school of 173 students whereby 65% are considered low income, and
unique to many schools our population is 24% Hispanic, 49% Asian, 15% Caucasian, and 12% African American and other. In
March 2019 our students were suddenly put into a very difficult situation. Students lacked availability of technology in their
homes and our high ESOL population lacked the understanding of how to use many of the programs. For the Fall semester
2020, we had 58 incidents of 14-day quarantine
or isolation periods of our students and teachers. This was due to close contact outside of school. Within the school
building, we were able to be in class using strict social distancing and other CDC social distancing policies. Our students have
suffered due to this. Additional stress has been incurred to our families and children due to
parent job loss and cutbacks. All of this has contributed to many of our students having significant academic loss and social
emotional stressors. We have no extra personnel; we experienced the death of our technology teacher in early January, which
meant we were even more stretched. In addition, we were not able to have our major school fundraisers in the spring of
2020, summer 2021
and spring of 2021. During the last 18 months, due to Covid-19 mandatory closures and fear of returning to large gatherings
once things began to open, our weekly donations that fund our school were greatly reduced. This resulted in a monetary loss
of approximately $250,000.00.

As part of the Catholic Diocese of Wichita, our K-8 school of 115 students whereby 45 % of the population are considered low
income has been significantly challenged. From March 2020 to May 2020, we were in a complete remote setting and quickly
realized that a quarter of our students lacked availability of technology and bandwidth in their homes. As a school, we also
lacked the ability and resources for teachers to teach remotely. Throughout the months of November and December, 2020,
25% of our teachers were either quarantined or sick, leaving us with uncertified teachers in some classrooms, since certified
substitute teachers were unable to be found. On many days classes were covered by more than one individual. At a high we
had 26% of our students learning remotely due to quarantining. Our students are behind the normal progress that we see
with them. Our assessments have shown the struggles. While in school we established very strict policies of social distancing
including barring students from playing, eating and socializing together to maintain sanitizing standards. Our students have
suffered due to this. They are lonely students. We have dealt with very serious life-threatening emotional student behaviors
and challenges. We estimate 15% of our parents lost their jobs or have had their small businesses closed down.

Holy Savior Catholic Academy, a member of the Wichita Diocese, has 194 K-8 students with 86% qualifying as low income. In
March 2020 our school went to remote learning through the remainder of the year. We continued to operate our licensed
daycare program serving essential workers’ and partnered with GoGetTested.com to host a testing site. Our staff shifted
resources to provide instruction through Zoom, pushing out technology and working with families to provide internet
connections to those who did not have it.
Beginning in August 2020, we moved back to in person. However, due to COVID numbers among staff and students, our
school went completely remote between November 17 and January 19. All of this in person instructional and learning time
loss has created gaps in learning and significant deficiencies as determined in our primary grades through our CBM and
DIBELS assessments with 36% of students scoring at or above the 30th percentile in January. Additionally, on the NWEA MAP
assessment given in January only 32% of our students met their mid-year goals in Reading and 30% met mid-year goals in
Mathematics.
COVID has also taken a toll on our students, staff and families with their social emotional needs. Through Children First
Program, we have seen an increase in of referrals and are planning to expand by adding a counselor to serve alongside our
social worker. Our nurse is part time and we have seen a spike in visits so adding time will help to ensure a healthy
environment.
In our EANS II we are extending the positions that we have been able to add including resource, paras, nurse and social
work/counseling to 2023-24. We are also adding a few positions so we can divide and focus on primary and middle school. We
added air filters for ventilation and some PPE equipment including a sprayer for classrooms and other school areas. We also
added filtering for our computers and online curriculum to keep students staff and students challenged appropriately.
We have had both students and staff test positive the beginning of 2021-22 school year and moved to mandatory masks in
the school for students and staff, necessitating the request for the items in EANS II.

St. Anne’s is a K-8 school with 187 students. 76% are low income, and 52% are English Language Learners. As a result, when we
went remote from March 2020 to May 2020 students lacked available of technology and support in their home and quickly
fell behind. During the fall semester we had 74 students miss a total of 813 days of instruction. At our high we had days with
20% of the student body in quarantine. These students fell even further behind academically which has been demonstrated
by our mid-year testing. On average, our elementary students are 1-2 years behind grade level learning. Our middle school
students had to move to another building to provide enough space to socially distance for classes. This was a major
disruption to their learning. We estimate about 10 of our parents have lost their jobs and somewhere around 125 were
furloughed, which this has created more stress for the students. From April 1 2020 through February 28 2021 we experienced
a decline in total revenue of approximately $500,000 from reduced school fees and donations. For the school year, we will
spend $94,500 on aids to be able to divide our classrooms and $4,000 for a part-time janitor to help clean the increased space
used by divided classrooms. For the first semester, we spent $10,000 more than usual on cleaning and maintenance supplies,
mostly due to COVID-19.

As part of the Catholic Diocese of Wichita, our K - 8 school of 120 students whereby 66% are considered low income has been
significantly challenged. From March 2020 to May 2020, all of our students were in a complete remote setting for the first
time. From August 2020 to May 2021, our students were in a combination of remote, hybrid, and in person settings
depending upon the percentage of COVID cases in our building. In the past year and a half, many of our students fell behind
academically, and many also suffered socially and emotionally. Based on testing data from the 2020 - 2021 school year, 53% of
our students still have significant learning loss, and are not at the appropriate grade level.
We have not been able to have our school fundraiser for the past 2 years due to COVID. This is one of our biggest sources of
revenue, and has resulted in a loss of approximately $60,000.00.

As part of the Catholic Diocese of Wichita, our K-8 school St. Jude, has 167 students, 73% of which are on free and reduced
lunch. From March 2020 to May 2020, we were in a completely remote setting for the first time. School families and teachers
lacked access to reliable technology, and we lacked the ability for teachers to offer instruction remotely. Entering the fall
semester, we found ourselves scrambling daily to provide personnel and resources for instructional needs. Due high COVID
numbers among staff and students, we went completely remote again between Thanksgiving and January 15. Another 6
weeks of learning loss. In addition to those 12 weeks of remote, we had 24 students miss a total of 262 days and 4 teachers
miss a total of 52 days. All this lost instructional and learning time left many students suffering learning loss which can be
seen by a significant decrease in our AIMS WEB PLUS scores. There has also been a disruption to their social/emotional needs
as determined through our Restorative discipline circles. Many of our parents have lost their jobs and this has created even
more stress for the students. Due to the pandemic our yearly fundraiser was cancelled depriving our budget of an expected
$45,000. An 11% increase in enrollment, from 149 to 167 students, has led to a greater need for resources to provide
individualized instruction.
Today we are still seeing tremendous needs in social emotional learning, as well as support because of shortages in personnel
to meet gap instructional needs and support learning loss. Students experiencing learning difficulties have nearly doubled
since COVID began.

As part of the Catholic Diocese of Wichita, our K-8 school of 199 students has an 86% low income rate which has challenged
our working families. From March 2020 to May 2020 we were in a completely remote school setting for the first time causing
families to stay home from their source of income forcing families to do with less. More than 40% of students lacked a reliable
device in their homes to participate in remote learning and teachers struggled with the ability to teach remotely on short
notice.
During the 2020-2021 school year there was an increase in absences due to Covid with more than 60% of the staff missing
school days. A lack of substitute teachers caused us to cover in-house on many occasions and forced us to hire a permanent
substitute due to a respiratory illness. A spike in cases in November put our middle school in remote learning for 13 days and
the whole school for 10 days in February while 24% of our students were in quarantine.
The school day looks different with students wearing masks and socially distancing. The school lost some of its family
atmosphere as school-wide events, including mass multiple times a week, were canceled and students worked only in small
groups in the classroom. Teachers had to eat with students during lunch as the lunchroom was not big enough to fit all
students safely. The social-emotional well-being of the students has suffered due to circumstances surrounding Covid.

The pandemic has intensified the need for our school to 

address social and emotional needs of middle school 

students. We have seen a huge learning loss in this area. This 

year our 5 middle school teachers and the administration 

have dealt with 72, 6th-8th grade students who lack social 

and emotional skills.  They are anxious, depressed, and not 

confident in their ability to navigate through the pandemic. 

This has been shared from students in numerous 

conversations who are not handling the changes in their lives 

that have been brought on with the pandemic. They have 

expressed the plea for help in their annual survey, in journal 

writing, and in numerous conversations.

Our K-8 school of 185 students whereby 92% are considered low income and over 75% are ELL has been significantly
challenged by the COVID-19 pandemic. Only 6.5% of students reported having an individually dedicated tablet or laptop for
school work, thus from March 2020 to May 2020 we were very challenged. During the first semester of 20-21, over 20% of our
staff were quarantined/isolated. We were unable to find subs willing to come into the building most days. Fifty-six student
quarantines/isolations were recorded first semester. This is detrimental in all schools, but our students live in very low
income families without extra resources. In addition, we have been unable to implement our Success for All reading program
as designed due to strict cohorting. The many limitations, including barriers, no group work, and strict cohorts have kept us
going, but the price of this change has been huge. Our students have suffered due to this. Students share that they miss
interacting with their friends and students in other grades. We have had an increase in the number of students reporting
suicide ideation. Our annual fundraiser was cancelled this year and brought in almost $25K last year. Donations in Fiscal YTD
10/31/2020 were down over $93K compared to Fiscal Prior YTD 10/31/2019.

Bishop Carroll Catholic High School is the largest school in the Diocese of Wichita with 1178 students. 21% are from low
income families and 15% of students come from homes where English is not the primary language spoken. Moving to remote
in March, 2020 was a challenge. We were handicapped by students and teachers who had not experienced online learning
and by students who had no connectivity to internet in their household or were sharing a device with the entire family. In the
fall of 2020, BC went hybrid, splitting our student body to allow for social distancing. From August, 2020 through March, 2021,
our students attended in person school 40% of the time and were remote the other 60%. We experience a 50% increase in
failing grades, particularity from our freshmen who came from at least 15 different 8th grade programs. Our freshmen and
sophomores have many social and emotional challenges due to normal events such as attendance at games, pep rallies,
dances, etc. Many are lonely, depressed, and experiencing suicide ideations.

As part of the Catholic Diocese of Wichita, our K-8 school of 93 students whereby 55% are considered low income has been
significantly challenged in 2020-21. From March 2020 to May 2020 we were in a complete remote setting for the first time.
Students lacked available technology in their home and as a whole we lacked the ability for teachers to teach remotely. Our
second grade teacher passed away at the end of March 2020. For the Fall semester 2021, our faculty attendance rate was
80%. We had very, very few substitutes and on some days no one to help. Our school has no extra “hands to help”. We have
no janitor, no resource teacher, For 14 weeks, we had 100% of students learning remotely due extensive quarantining. At that
same time, teachers were doing their best to teach remotely, but several of them were ill. These students are behind. Many
students are also dealing with the trauma of policies such as strict social distancing including barring students from playing,
eating and socializing together to maintain sanitizing standards. Our students are lonely students as noted in their journal
writings, one middle school student even contemplated suicide. We estimate 40% of our parents have lost their jobs and this
has created more stress for the students.
We have requested all personnel. As stated up above, we have no extra help, no reading or special education teachers. We
have 15% of our students identified in special education. These students have had very minimal extra help both because of
our quarantining but also because our public school provider was not able to find paras to hire both for Title and Special
Education. They did their best. Two classrooms teach two grades each. We have been remote and need time and attention
given to our students both academically as well as social-emotionally. The extra teachers will be used for lowering class size as
well as intense remediation in reading, math and counseling. We will also use them for summer school. Covid hit our area
very hard. To date, our Lexia data shows that 48% of our students are reading below grade level.

With the switch to remote learning in March of 2020 due to COVID-19, instruction was negatively impacted due to the
outdated and insufficient technology resources of the school. Students used paper and pencil packets. We were not able to
provide effective instruction and teachers and students were isolated due to the inability to meet. This has continued to be
the case with quarantined and remote students during the current school year. We operate on a tight budget and cannot
provide the necessary technology without special funding.
The revenue impact has been noticed in our school community. Our free and reduced lunch count has increased from 14% of
our student population to 35%. Approximately 45 children in our school will benefit from technology upgrades, tutoring,
counseling, and/or enrichment to help make up learning loss and social emotional difficulties of the pandemic.

The purpose of EANS II is to support students that have learning loss during the pandemic starting in March 2020. EANS I has
supported the summer academies, Social Emotional Learning, Health and nutrition services, and building maintenance to
mitigate sanitation. St. John's was awarded approximately $134.000.

EANS II will support extending activities approved in EANS I. For example, Summer Camps can be extended until June 2024.
EANS II will be more robust as the school’s that qualify has been narrowed down from about 75 private schools to about half
of that amount.

St. John's School is a K-5th grade school with an enrollment of 93 students. The following is data regarding the school: in 2019-
2020 there were 37% of students on free/reduced lunches, and SPED consisted of 21% of our population.

On March 13, 2020, St. John's transferred from in-person to remote learning. Families were provided with at least one device
to facilitate learning and access points if needed. Revenue declined, but services continued.

On August 20, 2020 in-person learning with a consolidation of staff and students resumed in our building. Aimsweb was used
to monitor students in reading and math. According to data taken before school went remote and compared to data when
returning, 31% of students did not show progress as they had done in the past. ITBS scores were compared from November
of 2019 to November of 2020, 43% of the students in grades 1-5 either scored below or remained the same in reading, and
56% of the students scored below or remained the same in math.

During remote learning, special education services continued, but were limited.

An effect of social emotional needs was prevalent as our students returned to in-person learning, after being isolated from
their peers and teachers a portion of the previous year. There was a period of adjustment , especially with social distancing
and wearing face coverings. At times, students were put into quarantine and remote learning, which further isolated them
from the rest of their peers.

In the Summer of 2021, a Transition to Kindergarten Academy; 59% of students attended and a Sensory Olympics camp; 67%
of students attended; were offered to students. The purpose of these two programs were to allow students to recover from
academic learning loss and reconnect with social and emotional skills.

In August 2021 the enrollment of St. John's Grade School increased about 19%. With that increase data indicates that the low
income families were at 39% and free and reduced students were at 44%. SPED students remained about 21%.

Our needs because of an increase of students is to find additional space for social distancing. We also have challenges to
continue to support students with learning loss and social emotional support.
In doing so, classrooms need redesigned to properly social distance, curriculum needs restructured to enhance learning, and
mobile interactive boards are needed to offer instruction in a variety of places. A school nurse is needed to assess, monitor,
and test COVID 19 symptoms, as well.

St. Johns High School is a 6-12th grade school with an enrollment of 89 students.

The following is data regarding the school: in 2019-2020 there were 36% of students on free/reduced lunches and in 2020-2021
there are 33% of students on free/reduced lunches. Special education students consist of 9%.

On March 13, 2020 St. John's High School transferred from in-person to remote learning. Students were provided with
computers and access points if needed. Revenue declined, but services continued.

On August 20, 2020 in-person learning resumed. St. John's uses Aims-web to monitor students in Math and Reading from 6th-
8th grade. According to data taken before school went remote and compared to data when returning, approximately % of
students did not show progress as they had done in the past. ITBS scores were compared from November 2019 to November
2020, 46% of the students in grades 6-12 either scored below or remained the same in reading, and 48% of the students
scored below or remained the same in math.

During remote learning, special education opportunities occurred, but were limited and Title services were not available.

An effect of social emotional needs showed up as students returned to in-person learning in the Fall of 2020, having been
apart from their peers and teachers a portion of the previous school year. There was a period of adjustment, especially with
social distancing and wearing face coverings. At times, students were put into quarantine which isolated them from the rest
of their peers.
As we have continued in-person for the 2021 school year we still have observed ongoing social emotional needs of student
being high as well as a large impact on struggling learners. Their struggle has increased and we are working to provide needed
support in small group and individual settings.

Through EANS I funding we have been able to facilitate better social distancing with new classroom furniture in a few rooms
as well as mitigating some risk of COVID-19 exposure through 1 to 1 Chromebooks for students in grades 6-12. We have also
received two key positions on staff in a Counselor and Resource teacher. These positions have been a great addition for our
students and used even beyond what we had hoped. We see an ongoing need for more positions in the building to assist
with catching our students and providing proper support as we work to close achievement gaps and assist struggling
learners.

St. Mary’s Grade School is a Pre-K through sixth grade school with an enrollment of 269 in grades K-6.
The following is data regarding the school: There are 25%of students on free/reduced, 25% of enrollment is Hispanic and 4%
considered other. Special education students consist of 22%.
On March 13, 2020 St. Mary’s School transferred from in-person to remote learning. Students were provided with computers
and access points if needed. Revenue declined, but service continued.
On August 19, 2020 in-person learning with a consolidation of staff and classrooms. St. Mary’s School uses DIBELS (Acadience)
to monitor students in Math and Reading. According to data taken before school went remote and compared to data when
resuming, approximately 50% of students did not show progress as they had done in the past. ITBS scores compared from
November 2019 to November 2020, 47% of the students in grades 1-6 either scored below or remained the same.
May 2021 St. Mary’s School opened a Summer Academy. The purpose of the Academy was to allow students recover from
academic learning loss and reconnect with social and emotional skills. The Summer Academy enrolled 175 students in grades
K-6. This represented about 75% of the regular school population. The Summer Academy worked in conjunction with the
Seamless Summer food service program in which 1200 meals were served. The 2021 summer school enrollment exceeded
expectations.
In August 2021 the enrollment of St. Mary’s school increased about 5%. With that increase data indicates that the low income
families were at 30%. Special Ed students remained about 22%. According to Acadience data 34% of new students were in the
lower tier. Due to the 2021 enrollment increase all available classroom space needed to be utilized. As a result,
accommodating social distancing alternative options were created.

Funding was spent on new academic platforms and needed technology. Funding also provided professional development for
staff training in the use of the new platforms. Technology equipment was also purchased to provide more one-to-one
chrome book usage for students.

As part of the Catholic Diocese of Wichita, our K-6 school of 237 students has a Free/Reduced rate of 38% last school year and 32% for the
current school year. We were in a complete remote learning setting from March 2020- May 2020. We started the 20/21 school year later than
usual on August 28 and with illness and quarantines of so many teachers and staff, we were in remote learning again for 18 days in
November and December. Students lacked available technology and internet access in their home and our staff lacked the ability for
teachers to teach remotely. We also experienced students in quarantine due to exposure from other family members. Teachers taught in
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EANS II Program for Non-Public Schools- Part C: Services Requested

person and remotely by zoom simultaneously. Paras and other resource teachers covered classrooms and PE and Music lost their
classrooms to maintain small cohorts for classroom instruction, recess, and lunch. . Both in-person and remote students fell behind and
many have never caught up, as noted on our diagnostic testing. Teachers were required to adopt modes of teaching that were less hands-
on and interactive and more technology based. Much time was spent teaching students new academic programs and platforms. Our
students have suffered due to limited access to peers and the typical interactions of school. We feel the greatest impact on our students is
in in the areas of social emotional growth, reading and math. Significant intervention and supports in these three areas are needed to
recover learning.

Covid-19 has impacted our staff, students, and parents in multiple ways. Our students have experience learning loss in all
areas, specifically English Language Arts and Math- in addition, our students have not had the opportunity to continue
learning experiences in the visual arts, performing arts, science, technology, computer science. Many of our students
participated in scholar's bowl, robotics, math club, book clubs, etc. after school hours and this too has not been available
since March of 2020. Our The curriculum adoption rotation has presented challenges for our students and our teachers due
to learning loss and lack of teacher preparation time as much of the plan time is being spent on gathering materials for
students who become ill or must quarantine. Our students have also suffered socially and emotionally due to masks, social
distancing, and being either quarantined or diagnosed with the virus itself. The students have lost out on the opportunity to
go on educational field trips to museums, fire-houses, public libraries, state fair, farm/zoo, concerts, plays, etc. Our staff has
experienced stress, fatigue, long-term absences due to being quarantined or contracting the virus, lack of opportunity for
building meaningful and supportive relationships with students and families, and they have not be able to continue staff
development in curriculum, technology, social emotional education, and self-care/preservation. Our teachers need staff
development training in student remediation, differentiation, data review, MTSS, technology integration, and fine art
integration to support the social/emotional well being of our students. Our families have suffered as a result of not being able
to volunteer in classrooms, participate in parent education opportunities and family nights, learn how to support their
children while they are remote, experience the learning environment during field trips, and visit the classrooms to share their
work experience with students for career exploration. Our school community has suffered as a whole by not being able to
support each other through relationship building opportunities through school assemblies, field days, classroom
celebrations, grandparents luncheon, music programs/plays, open houses, school fundraisers, and wellness activities.

As part of the Catholic Diocese of Wichita, our 2020 K-5 elementary enrollment of 54 students, whereby 35% were considered
low income, had been significantly challenged. From March 2020 to May 2020 we were in a complete remote setting for the
first time. As teachers scrambled to find a way to teach remotely, the challenge of students lacking technology, internet, and
academic supervision in their homes became apparent, as did the loss of learning. This remained a challenge during the
school year as 48% of our students are on academic plans (ELL, Learning Disorders, Academic Challenges, Gifted, and Speech).
Approximately 30% of our student body was in quarantined situations and on some occasions quarantined for 24 days.
Learning has been affected with 50% of our students now being identified for summer school. Combination classrooms were
not only challenged with the significantly widened learning gaps within two grade levels and larger class sizes, but were also
displaced from their classrooms to other areas of the building to create distancing, Within the school, we established
classroom cohorts and very strict policies including barring students from playing, eating, and socializing together to
maintain social distancing and sanitizing standards. Due to this, the students' typical educational routine was greatly altered;
even music class, an integral part of our school climate, had to be dropped. Our students have suffered social-emotionally
due to these necessary changes to accommodate COVID safety regulations. Learning loss, social-emotional needs and
financial loss (55-67% decrease in major fundraisers) all create a challenge.

Our 2021 K-5 enrollment has increased to 67 students with 43% considered low income. With 32 of these 67 students on
academic plans, the percentage has remained at 48%. St. Patrick Catholic School continues to focus on nurturing the whole
child by balancing academic with social-emotional skills development and recovery in light of the COVID pandemic. We
believe the following are integral to that process: continued separation of combination classrooms, additional para support,
summer school, and providing consistent after school tutoring. Smaller class sizes and para support provides the
opportunity to quickly identify academic and social-emotional needs as well as opportunity gaps. Smaller classes enhance the
quality of education with more personalized and differentiated instruction focused on the individual needs of the students to
obtain growth. Returning displaced classes back to the regular classroom is providing comfort and a piece of “normalcy” to
the learning environment. Summer school and after school tutoring are providing extended learning opportunities not only
in academics, but in social/emotional support as well.

Covid-19 continued to impede student learning as the 2021-2022 school year began. The school experienced high numbers of
infections, exposures and quarantines, (4 times as many compared to the beginning of the 2020-2021 school year). Beginning
in March of 2020, SHCCS provided remote learning opportunities for our students. We experienced numerous difficulties and
continue to do so, even in person . Since 47% of our students were of low income, our challenges are substantial. Many
students do not have internet connectivity or devices. Also, 40% of our students are second language learners. 7% of our
students are in special education and their special needs are not always adequately addressed when they are quarantined. In
August of 2020 we opened for in in-person learning. Although it was significantly better, it was not without problems. Most of
our ESL families are employed by the packing houses. These businesses continue to be hit the hardest with high positivity
rates and transmissions. As one family member after another contracts the virus, other family members are quarantined. In
many cases, students miss many weeks of school. Additionally, many of our teachers and paraprofessionals continue to
contract the virus. We find substitute teachers and combine classes, but instruction suffers. Additionally, we are unable to
hold fundraisers and our church collections are down significantly.

At Zion we have seen loss of learning, particularly in students in grades K-4. These students struggled more with remote
learning than students in grades 5-8. The younger students' studies were more packet-based and thus they were unable to
receive as much guidance from their teachers as they would normally. A particular population of concern is for students that
struggle with reading and who were already receiving services for reading and language arts. Students who were in this
category did not make the expected grade level growth for reading and language arts. In addition, these students have been
struggling to regain and retain the knowledge that was lost due to the interruptions caused by the COVID-19 pandemic.

In grades 5-8 we were able to utilize more guided, online learning through remote means, such as Zoom applications, etc. In
the Spring of 2020. While these students were not negatively impacted as much as students in grades K-4 we still not see the
expected academic gains for these students. Again, students who were already receiving services were more negatively
impacted and have struggled to regain and retain knowledge that was lost due to COVID-19 pandemic interruptions.

The greatest impact(s) of Covid-19 have been financial resources, student learning loss and a drain to staff morale. Students
in poverty and second language learners have been impacted the most seriously.

Our goal for the 2020-21 school year was to remain open for IN PERSON learning, mitigating Covid exposure where possible.
We totally revamped classrooms, removing all unnecessary equipment/supplies, replacing tables with desks, installing
sneeze-guards, replacing water fountains w/ bottle fillers, and rethinking bell schedules. Students remained in cohorts vs
mixed groups. We hired additional staff for temp taking and small group instruction. We purchased disinfecting supplies,
masks, and disposable tableware for meals. We poured funding into tech equipment for necessary one-to-one use w/in and
outside of the bldg. when necessary.

Second language families struggled w/ online learning due to language barriers and lack of experience with tech
equipment/programs. To assist, we implemented doorstep instruction and frequent zoom calls. We changed school hours so
that teachers would have time at the end of the day to conduct virtual meetings with quarantined students keeping them
engaged w/ school and familiar faces. Even so school work often came back incomplete or not even started.

We learned to utilize every staff member possible to work one-on-one w/ students who may have been falling behind. We
had 80 students/staff quarantined from August 2020 thru May 2021, some for as long as 28 days. We worked hard to prevent
burn out and feelings of isolation among students and staff.

We implemented a Summer Academy, hiring three certified staff using EANs funds, to work with 45 students who had high
absenteeism the previous school year, or who were second language students, or came from homes with limited resources.
Even with direct invitations and enticing events, teachers struggled to get students most in need to attend this extended
school year on a consistent basis.

As we begin the 2021-22 school year, it's difficult to decide if the greatest impact from Covid has been student or staff
absence. Replacing certified staff, for extended periods of time due to illness, with non-certified substitutes, puts a band-aide
on a difficult situation. Key skills were and are being missed due to the ability level of replacement staff to present academic
skills to students; both in-person and via Zoom.

We began this 2021-22 school year with a vacancy in our Title and SPED programs, due to the position(s) not being filled
because of a serious lack of qualified candidates. Once again, we have been left scrambling to service those students most in
need of direct assistance.

Finally, our fundraisers have historically involved community gatherings to provide financial revenue for our school. We
quickly pivoted in the fall of 2020 to creatively plan fundraisers that would generate funds, but did not involve putting
families health at risk because of large gatherings of people. We traded 'required' participation for 'encouraged' participation.
Help as you can has become our motto. (Yearly) fundraising income fell from $70K-30K last year.

Our state assessment scores declined last year and
we believe that is related to our school going remote in March of 2020. Out of the 100 students we have in kindergarten thru
6th grade -32 qualified to receive Title support services, 13 qualified for ESL services and 10 recieve Special Education services.
We are struggling to meet our students academic needs. We are requesting additional support staff to assist the classroom
teachers and to provide additional one on one teaching opportunities. We are witnessing more students who are exhibiting
emotional stress due to the impact COVID has had within our families. We do not have a counselor or psychologist on our
staff to help students work through their emotions. This too may be leading to a decrease in student achievement.

As part of the Catholic Diocese of Wichita, our K-8 school of 35 students, whereby 23% are considered low income, has been
significantly challenged. From March 2020 to May 2020 we were in a complete remote setting for the first time. Students
lacked available technology in their home and as a whole we lacked the ability for teachers to teach remotely. 25% of our
faculty were on quarantine and had to teach remote at some point during the first semester of 2020-21 At a high, we had 23%
of our students learning remotely due to quarantining. Over 50% of our student body was on quarantine at least once,
missing over 2 weeks of instruction. These students fell behind and many have never caught up. Based off of our FastBridge
Assessments, we had a 35% learning loss from Fall 2019 to Fall 2020. While in school we established very strict policies of social
distancing including barring students from playing, eating and socializing together to maintain sanitizing standards. Our
students have suffered due to this. Teachers and parents have reported higher anxiety levels among their students. Our
major fundraising efforts were also greatly impacted. Our annual fundraiser was $25,000 short of the normal receipts. Our
contributions are down almost 20% from March 2020 to March 2021.

So far for the 1st quarter of the 2021-2022 school year we have had 16% of our students miss a week or more due to COVID
symptoms in the family. 7% of our student body within the first quarter of this school year have had to quarantine due to
being a close contact. Academically we are still seeing huge learning gaps, especially for our current 1st, 2nd & 3rd grade
students. These students would've been in PreK, Kindergarten and 1st grade in the spring of 2020 when we went remote and
their learning deficits are evident. According to our Fastbridge Fall 2021 assessments, 100 percent of our 1st grade students
were identified with some risk. 57% of our 2nd grade students were identified as high risk. In our 3rd grade class 17% of the
students were identified at high risk with 50% identified as low risk.

St. Patrick Catholic School, Parsons, KS is a prek-8 school in the Diocese of Wichita whereby 32% of the students are
considered low income. From March 2020 to May 2020 we were completely remote. Teachers were quickly trained on google
classroom, seesaw and zoom to provide the best learning environment for our students with the circumstances. Essentially
parents became the teachers in the home. Students lacked availability to technology in their homes as well as solid internet
connectivity; therefore teachers could not provide remote learning to the best of their abilities. Learning definitely suffered.
During 2020-2021, and being in person we still struggled with technology needs and making sure every classroom was
covered by a certified teacher. Teachers spread themselves thin to cover classrooms when we had a faculty member out due
to COVID-19. We had an increase for title services and more requests for special education testing. This is due to students
being quarantined and remote learning. Some of these students were out and doing remote learning for over 4 weeks. SPED
and non-SPED students fell behind and are struggling to catch up. Additionally, emotional/social stability has taken a hit
because of the distancing and remote, quarantine learning.
