Introduction

The Spring Hill School District provides quality educational opportunities for students in Spring
Hill, Olathe, Overland Park, and unincorporated areas of Johnson and Miami County. The
district encompasses 71 square miles and is approximately 10 minutes south of Olathe, Kansas.

Its approximately 1,775 students attend classes in four schools: two elementary, one middle and
one high school. The district has been recognized nationally for its academic and technology
programs.

Spring Hill School District patrons passed a $48.6 million bond issue in December 2003. The
bond issue provided funding for land purchase and construction of Prairie Creek Elementary
School (167th and Mur-Len) and a new high school at 199th and Ridgeview. Prairie Creek
Elementary School opened in August 2006 and the new Spring Hill High School will open in
August 2007. The current high school will become a middle school. The current middle school
will be converted into a 4™ & 5" grade center. In addition, $1 million of district-wide technology
improvements will be made.

The high school collaborates with Johnson County Community College to provide College Now
and Quick Step college-credit programs.

Spring Hill School District provides a full range of inclusive special education service for
students with disabilities and gifted capabilities. Services can start as early as age three and
continue to age twenty-one as appropriate.

A full time School Resource Officer serves the district with a focus on safety and discipline.

Spring Hill High School continues to provide a safe environment where students can learn and
teachers can teach.

The District’s Accomplishments and Challenges

Accomplishments:

Standard of Excellence awards received are:

The Spring Hill Volunteer Program won the State Civic Star Award for community services.
Scores from the lowa Tests of Basic Skills demonstrated that Spring Hill students continue to
score in the top 25% of the nation.

Three substitute teachers were recognized for their outstanding work for the Fall, 2004, semester.
This award recognizes substitutes who make a positive contribution to the education process and
their willingness to be available when called.

The National Society of High School Scholars recognized four teachers at Spring Hill High
School.

Forty teachers from SHHS took CPR/AEG training on December 21.

Implemented new Homebound Safety Procedures Guidelines

The National Robotics Program through NASA gave Spring Hill High School the sum of $11,000
to start a robotics club.

A compilation of literary works by students at Spring Hill Elementary was completed and
distributed by Spring Hill Elementary School teachers.

Hilltop Student Council wrote letters to US troops just prior to the holiday season. The Hilltop
Student Council was given a “Random Act of Kindness” award by the Johnson County
Commissioners for the project.

Driver’s education class was presented on-line in the summer of 2005.

A Spring Hill High School student competed in the State piano competition.

The Spring Hill High School Storm Dancers competed in two state competitions in Olathe. The
team won numerous awards for their performances.

The Spring Hill Robotics Club members attended their first competition at the Regional
Competition Event at Denver University, in Denver, Colorado. The team had an overall ranking
of 20" out of 38 teams, with a 5-6 record, and ranked third in average points.

The SHMS Thinking Cap Quiz Bowl teams received state placements: combined 6"/7" grade
team placed 7" in the State of Kansas and the 8" grade team placed 5" in the State of Kansas.
The SHMS 7" graders were the first SHMS group to take the Kansas on-line assessments. Their
Science KSA scores were 27 (22%) - exemplary; 30 (24.4%) - advanced; 35 (28.5%) - proficient;
23 (18.6%) basic; and 8 (6.5%) - unsatisfactory.

Started construction on the new elementary school on February 28, 2005.

Started construction on the new high school in the summer of 2005.

The Spring Hill High School Madrigals performed at Carnegie Hall in June, 2006.

The district selected two teachers for the Spring Hill Teacher of the Year Awards. Suzanne
Hofmann, SHMS Art Teacher, is the Secondary Teacher of the Year. Ashley Wilkens, SHES
Early Childhood Special Education Teacher, is the Elementary Teacher of the Year.

Spring Hill High School had hosted the Frontier League Forensics Tournament on Saturday,
March 5, 2005. Spring Hill High School placed 3™ in the tournament out of 13 school districts.
SHHS took six wrestlers to state. One student placed second at the state wrestling meet.

A high school student received an award for Honors in Citizenship for her efforts in raising funds
for the Tsunami Relief Project.

The Madrigals received an “I” rating and represented the Spring Hill High School at State
competition on April 30.



A teacher and six students from Spring Hill High School participated in Job Olympics on April 6,
2005, at Johnson County Community College. Our students won a total of 11 medals, including
5 gold, 2 silver, and 4 bronze. They also brought home 10 ribbons.

Spring Hill High School began the LINK (Linking INcoming Kids to Success) program for
incoming freshmen for Fall "05.

A&M Products of Spring Hill, a Clorox Company, provided a $3,000 grant to provide training for
one Spring Hill High School teacher.

Spring Hill students and staff participated in the mock crash on Tuesday, April 19, 2005, which
also included police, MedAct crews, and helicopter transportation.

The Spring Hill High School Volunteer completed many projects including: Painting in Kansas
City, Missouri; Kick Ball Tournament; The Children’s Place; Luau at Little Sisters of the Poor;
Day Brooke and Landscaping at the Zoo; Habit for Humanity project; Hillsdale Lake clean-up
project; The Hope House project; The Night of Living Farm project; St. Vincent Operation
Break-Through project. The Volunteer Club was recognized by the State of Kansas as the
Outstanding Volunteer Club.

The Spring Hill Education Foundation Scholarship Golf Tournament for Spring Hill High School
scholarships raised $9,000. The scholarship program was expanded to four scholarships this year.
Installed closed circuit television equipment at Spring Hill High School.

Maintenance capital outlay projects were completed during the summer of 2005. The district is
utilizing capital outlay funds for sidewalk repairs, parking lot repairs, as well as curb and gutter
repairs at all the existing facilities. Track resurfacing and lighting repairs at the stadium will
require closing the stadium to the public for the rest of the summer. Parking lots throughout the
district will be closed intermittently as the repairs are being made.

The bond program projects completed during the year included new air conditioning and partial
re-roofing for Spring Hill Middle School. New air conditioning units have been set and are
running. The new building automation system is coming on-line to maximize the operating
efficiency of these new units. This work was completed on time and under budget.

Week of the Young Child Celebration was held at the Multi-Service Center. This is second year
that this was presented as a collaborative effort with the community and school district with over
300 people attending.

Compiled and distributed Classroom Crisis Kits to every classroom from $2,5000 donation from
A & M Products Manufacturing Company.

Students from Spring Hill Elementary School raised funds for Hurricane Katrina victims.

The Spring Hill Middle School Student Council organized a drive to support victims of Hurricane
Katrina. Over $1,600.00 has been raised already.

Hilltop Elementary School students and staff participated in a “Read-in for Relief” for funds that
were sent as their gift to the Family Support Fund in care of Children’s Mercy Hospital to support
the hospital’s care for children who were airlifted from a New Orleans hospital.

Spring Hill High School students conducted a competition between the classes for a Katrina
fundraiser

Sixty percent of the Spring Hill Middle School student body was involved in fall sports activities.
Fifty-four students participated in volleyball, sixty-four students participated in football, and
twenty-seven cheerleaders increased school spirit.

Spring Hill High School sponsoring the debate tournament on September 24" that involved 18
schools. Our team could not participate because we sponsored the tournament.

Spring Hill High School volleyball team won the Spring Hill Invitational VVolleyball Tournament
for the first time in history.

The district received a $30,000 grant from the Kauffman Foundation in order to apply for a grant
that could possibly result in a $500,000-600,000 for math and science initiatives.

FFA students attended the National FFA convention in Louisville, KY. A FFA student received
an American FFA Degree. This is the highest honor bestowed on any FFA member. Only 3% of
FFA members receive it each year.
