e Districts/systems conduct a local self-assessment.
May already have data available from a comprehensive needs assessment.
Great idea to gather a team to conduct self-assessment collaboratively.

e Districts/systems upload artifacts (documentation and/or outcomes
analysis) to support the self-assessment in the district's/system’s
application for recognition.

These artifacts should demonstrate that an applicant should earn the points
associated with each item on the rubric.

« Reviewers review the artifacts to determine whether an applicant
will receive the points associated with each subelement.

Description of Rubric

A district must meet all of the qualifiers at the beginning of the
rubric in order to be eligible to apply for Star Recognition.

e Subelements build on one another.

For example, a district/system must meet the criteria to earn one point for
element 1.1 to be eligible to earn two points for that element.

In other words, a district/system should begin reviewing each row in the far-
left column, and move from left to right until it no longer meets the listed

criteria for that row (subelement).

» The average of each element's subelements will determine the
element's score. The total rubric score will be the sum of the

element scores.

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Indicator 12: Part C to Part B Transition

Smooth, seamless transitions from Part C to Part B ensure
young children with disabilities receive services without
disruption or delay.

Indicator 12 is a federal compliance indicator that measures
the percent of children referred by Part C prior to age 3, who
are found eligible for Part B, and who have an IEP developed
and implemented by their third birthdays.
