· The coordination of services between the LEA and social services such as medical, health, and counseling services is described in detail for homeless children and youth.
· Discussion of how the LEA will address the needs of homeless children and youth arising from domestic violence is provided in detail.
· The description of transportation and how it will be provided to continue the homeless child’s or youth’s education in the school of origin is described in detail.
· The role and responsibilities of the homeless liaison in the identification and provision of services provided for homeless children and youth is well defined.
