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The purpose of this memorandum is to give you notice, that pursuant to section 7009 of the Elementary
and Secondary Education Act, or 20 U.S.C. §7709, the State of Kansas is requesting permission from the
federal government to take federal impact aid payments into account in determining state aid payments
to school districts during the state fiscal year 2019. These estimates are based on unaudited 2018-19
enrollment data, which is the most current information we have as submitted by the school districts.
This estimate is as accurate as it can be, based upon information we have available as of this date.

Pursuant to 34 CFR 222.161(b)(2)(B), the State assures if final data do not demonstrate that the State’s
program met the disparity standard for FY2019, the State will pay to each of the affected LEAs the
amount by which the State reduced state aid to the LEA within 60 days.

Computation of Disparity: The computation of disparity is performed as required by 34 CFR 222.162
based on weighted pupil count on an expenditure basis. The computations are displayed on the pages

to follow.

1. The Per Pupil amounts are ranked in descending order.
2. The 95" and 5" percentiles are identified as follows:

a.

The total weighted full time equivalency (FTE) is multiplied by 5% to obtain the target
number needed to find the 95" and 5% percentiles of the total weighted enrollment.
The total weighted FTE are added from the top down until the target number is reached
but not exceeded; the next value down identifies the LEA at the 95" percentile.

The total weighted FTE are added from the bottom up until the target number is
reached but not exceeded; the next value up identifies the LEA at the 5 percentile.

3. The amount per pupil at the 5" percentile is subtracted from the amount per pupil at the 95"
percentile. The result is divided by the amount shown for the LEA at the 5% percentile, yielding
the percentage of disparity.

This is the 2018-19 estimated full-time equivalency (FTE) weighted enrollment based on
unaudited data). Kansas uses September 20th as the count date for determining the
general fund budget for school districts (or the date following if the 20th falls on a
weekend).

The expenditures per pupil were computed by taking Column 4 divided by Column 1. This
column was listed low to high. We disregarded expenditures above the 95t percentile and
below the 5t percentile. The expenditures per pupil (weighted FTE) at the 5™ percentile is
$5,440.35 (Coffeyville District #445) and the expenditures per pupil (weighted FTE) at the
95! percentile is $5,669.10 (Shawnee Mission District #512). The resulting disparity is
4.20% and is within the 25 percent disparity allowed under section 7009(b)(2).
